Sunday of the Word of God 

ñThe relationship between the Risen Lord, the community of believers and sacred 
Scripture is essential to our identity as Christians. Without the Lord who opens our 
minds to them, it is impossible to understand the Scriptures in depth. Yet the contrary is 
equally true: without the Scriptures, the events of the mission of Jesus and of his Church 
in this world would remain incomprehensible. Hence, Saint Jerome could rightly claim: 
ñIgnorance of the Scriptures is ignorance of Christò 

At the conclusion of the Extraordinary Jubilee of Mercy, I proposed setting aside ña 
Sunday given over entirely to the word of God, so as to appreciate the inexhaustible 
riches contained in that constant dialogue between the Lord and his 
peopleò (Misericordia et Misera, 7). Devoting a specific Sunday of the liturgical year to 
the word of God can enable the Church to experience anew how the risen Lord opens up 
for us the treasury of his word and enables us to proclaim its unfathomable riches before 
the world. 

Consequently, I hereby declare that the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time is to be devoted 
to the celebration, study and dissemination of the word of God. This Sunday of the Word 
of God will thus be a fitting part of that time of the year when we are encouraged to 
strengthen our bonds with the Jewish people and to pray for Christian unity. This is more 
than a temporal coincidence: the celebration of the Sunday of the Word of God has 
ecumenical value, since the Scriptures point out, for those who listen, the path to 
authentic and firm unity. 

Regular reading of sacred Scripture and the celebration of the Eucharist make it possible 
for us to see ourselves as part of one another. As Christians, we are a single people, 
making our pilgrim way through history, sustained by the Lord, present in our midst, 
who speaks to us and nourishes us. A day devoted to the Bible should not be seen as a 
yearly event but rather a year-long event, for we urgently need to grow in our knowledge 
and love of the Scriptures and of the risen Lord, who continues to speak his word and to 
break bread in the community of believers. For this reason, we need to develop a closer 
relationship with sacred Scripture; otherwise, our hearts will remain cold and our eyes 
shut, struck as we are by so many forms of blindness. 

Sacred Scripture and the sacraments are thus inseparable. When the sacraments are 
introduced and illumined by Godôs word, they become ever more clearly the goal of a 
process whereby Christ opens our minds and hearts to acknowledge his saving work. We 
should always keep in mind the teaching found in the Book of Revelation: the Lord is 
standing at the door and knocking. If anyone should hear his voice and open for him, he 
will come in and eat with them (cf. 3:20). Christ Jesus is knocking at our door in the 
words of sacred Scripture. If we hear his voice and open the doors of our minds and 
hearts, then he will enter our lives and remain ever with us. 

It is fitting, then that the life of our people be constantly marked by this decisive 
relationship with the living word that the Lord never tires of speaking to his Bride, that 
she may grow in love and faithful witness.ò

THIRD SUNDAY  

IN ORDINARY TIME 

JANUARY 24, 2021 
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ñLast Sunday we saw the call of two 
disciples and we considered the nature of 
Godôs call and how he calls each one of us. 
In todayôs readings we again look at Jesus 
calling disciples and see how they 
responded to that call.  The Gospel is 
summed up very simply in two lines: ñThe 
time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God 
has come nearò, and ñRepent and believe in 
the good news.ò 

óRepentô here is more than just being sorry 
for the past; it involves a radical conversion 
(metanoia), a change of direction and 
priorities in my life. It is a turning from but much more a turning 
to. 

This consists in believing IN the Good News. It is not just to accept 
as true what Jesus or the Church teaches. To believe IN involves a 
total commitment, a throwing in of oneôs lot with Jesus without any 

guarantees or preconditions. It is to invest 
oneôs whole self (as people do in a good 
marriage, for better or for worse, in good 
times and in badé). 

The second part of todayôs Gospel shows the 
first responses to this call. Four fishermen are 
called: ñFollow me and I will make you 
fishers of people.ò The call is still going out to 
each one of us. Am I ready to answer? to 
follow? What are my nets, limiting my 
freedom to follow? What personal 
relationships are blocking my way? What     
anxieties? What self-centred ambitions? 

So ask today to hear the call. Ask to have the freedom to follow the 
call and to be ready to go wherever Jesus is asking us to go.ò

As noted on our bulletin cover Pope Francis declares the 

3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time WORD OF GOD SUNDAY. 

Reading Scripture regularly always helps us come to 

know Jesus Christ better, understand the ways of God 

more deeply, and see how he works in our lives and in 

our world today. Years ago, Francis reminded us: òWe 

should never take Godõs word for granted, but instead let 

ourselves be nourished by it, in order to acknowledge 

and live fully our relationship with him and with our 

brothers and sisters.ó As Catholics we have not had a long 

tradition of picking up and reading the Bible but if were 

to ever do that, we would find light in the darkness and a 

source of comfort and direction in a difficult and 

changing world. As we move into a new year, we may 

want to consider trying it along with other tools of prayer 

that will allow us to recognize Godõs direction in lifeõs 

circumstances.    

Be still in order to listen. Turn off electronic devices and 

work at tuning into God.  Find a position, attitude, place 

where we humble ourselves before God.  This isnõt always 

easy. It has to be worked at and practiced but it is 

possible. Many resources are available. Let me know if 

youõd like any.  

Be patient and know things take time because what is 

good will eventually unfold. In prayer, donõt try to force 

or pretend like God is communicating if He is not telling 

you anything.  We donõt have to be òextra/superó 

spiritual.  There are times when we donõt hear His 

direction.  Donõt be discouraged.  God knows when He 

wants to speak.   

Be open to new paths and follow them.   Donõt go into 

prayer with minds made up about what we expect/want 

to hear. Doing that deafens us to what God wants to tell 

us.   

One thing we know for sure about God is that He loves to 

communicate with us.  He is a personal God and He 

guides us with His voice.  He is creative with how He 

communicates ð Scripture, lives of the saints, their 

writings, a spiritual mentor with whom we walk alongside 

in friendship and trust, the Church, faith-sharing 

opportunities, circumstances of life that cause us to 

think,  friends, enemies, and of course the Eucharist ð but 

the focus today is on our private, personal prayer.   

So, here is a beginning-of-the-year- inventoryê  

¶ Do I spend more time talking to God or listening to 

Him?  

¶ Do I have a regular place where I can go to be quiet 

and hear God?  

¶ What is my attitude when I listen to God ð am I 

teachable?  

¶ What distractions do I need to get rid of in my life so 

I can hear God better?  

¶ What had God been saying to me recently?  

Every day there should be sometime when we put aside 

the noise of the world around us and of our own minds 

and hearts and say òSpeak, Lord, for your servant is 

listeningó.  

As we dream of a better future we look beyond the 

pandemic. We are being invited to see and experience 

ourselves, others and the world in new and unexpected 

ways. We are being challenged in ways like never before 

to engage in something bigger than ourselves. Will we 

fall back in complacency to our former ways of thinking 

and doing or will we allow ourselves to dream and have a 

hand in creating a path to  a better future? Are you 

ready?  Are you in?  

Hereõs prayer for our reflectionê 
 

òYou call us from our settled ways, O God,  

out of old habits and rutted traditions.  

You call us into the land of promise,  

to new life and new possibilities.  

Make us strong to travel the road ahead.  

Deliver us from false security and comfort,  

desire for ease and uninvolved days.  

Let your Word and Spirit dwell in us  

that your will may be fulfilled in us  

for the well-being and peace of all.
